Renewals:
Your membership is valid for one year, with the expiration date listed on your pass. To stay enrolled,
reapply each year to confirm eligibility. Renewal can be completed online, by mail, or in person.

To ensure all passholders can access events, most partner locations limit how many times per month a
passholder can visit.
